Matthew 22-25 - 10.8

The Parable of the Wedding Banquet
22 Jesus spoke to them again in parables, saying: 2 “The kingdom of heaven is like a king who prepared a wedding banquet for his son. 3 He sent his servants (Moses and Joshua and the good Judges and Kings and all the prophets of Israel)  to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell them to come, but they refused to come. (Israel and Jews) 
4 “Then he sent some more servants (the Church and True Believers who know Israel is HIS beloved and have evangelized Jews for 1000s of years) and said, ‘Tell those who have been invited that I have prepared my dinner: My oxen and fattened cattle have been butchered, and everything is ready. Come to the wedding banquet.’ 5 “But they paid no attention and went off - one to his field, another to his business. 6 The rest seized his servants, mistreated them and killed them. 7 The king was enraged. He sent his army and destroyed those murderers and burned their city. (Israel who has always killed their own prophets and Jesus)
8 “Then he said to his servants, ‘The wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not deserve to come. 9 So go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone you find.’ (Gentiles) 10 So the servants went out into the streets and gathered all the people they could find, the bad as well as the good, and the wedding hall was filled with guests. 11 “But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was not wearing wedding clothes. (Anyone – Jew or Gentile – who has not purified Himself by living HOLY and OBEDIENT to ALL of God’s commandments especially honoring His Sabbath rest who is Jesus.)  
12 He asked, ‘How did you get in here without wedding clothes, friend?’ The man was speechless. 13 “Then the king told the attendants, ‘Tie him hand and foot, and throw him outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.’ 14 “For many are invited, but few are chosen.” (This just means ALL are invited BUT only those who accept Jesus and receive His Holy Spirit and who purify themselves in white by OBEYING HIS EVERY COMMAND and when they sin REPENT. Its in OBEDIENCE and REPENTANCE that God knows our true hearts that are dressed in pure linen = wedding clothes – Revelation 19 says the wedding clothes are righteous acts of God’s holy people.) The Wedding Supper of the Lamb is in Revelation 19 and will be on Feast of Tabernacles for 7 Days in 2030 when Jesus comes back!!!! I can’t wait! He brings His Bride with HIM!!!
Paying the Imperial Tax to Caesar
15 Then the Pharisees went out and laid plans to trap him in his words. 16 They sent their disciples to him along with the Herodians. “Teacher,” they said, “we know that you are a man of integrity and that you teach the way of God in accordance with the truth. You aren’t swayed by others, because you pay no attention to who they are. 17 Tell us then, what is your opinion? Is it right to pay the imperial tax to Caesar or not?”  18 But Jesus, knowing their evil intent, said, “You hypocrites, why are you trying to trap me? 19 Show me the coin used for paying the tax.” They brought him a denarius, 20 and he asked them, “Whose image is this? And whose inscription?” 21 “Caesar’s,” they replied. Then he said to them, “So give back to Caesar what is Caesar’s, and to God what is God’s.” 22 When they heard this, they were amazed. So they left him and went away. (God knows we do NOT need money when we are HIS. He could drop it to the sky so don’t hold on to money and let it be a stumbling block. Give it freely and pay your taxes so you are free to serve God as HE NEEDS YOU TO.)
Marriage at the Resurrection
23 That same day the Sadducees, who say there is no resurrection, came to him with a question. 24 “Teacher,” they said, “Moses told us that if a man dies without having children, his brother must marry the widow and raise up offspring for him. 25 Now there were seven brothers among us. The first one married and died, and since he had no children, he left his wife to his brother. 26 The same thing happened to the second and third brother, right on down to the seventh. 27 Finally, the woman died. 28 Now then, at the resurrection, whose wife will she be of the seven, since all of them were married to her?” 29 Jesus replied, “You are in error because you do not know the Scriptures or the power of God. 30 At the resurrection people will neither marry nor be given in marriage; they will be like the angels in heaven.  31 But about the resurrection of the dead - have you not read what God said to you, 32 ‘I am the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’? He is not the God of the dead but of the living.” 33 When the crowds heard this, they were astonished at his teaching.
The Greatest Commandment
34 Hearing that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees, the Pharisees got together. 35 One of them, an expert in the law, tested him with this question: 36 “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” 37 Jesus replied: “‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.’ 38 This is the first and greatest commandment. 39 And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’ 40 All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.”
Whose Son Is the Messiah?
41 While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them, 42 “What do you think about the Messiah? Whose son is he?” “The son of David,” they replied. 43 He said to them, “How is it then that David, speaking by the Spirit, calls him ‘Lord’? For he says, 44 “‘The Lord said to my Lord: “Sit at my right hand until I put your enemies under your feet.”’ 45 If then David calls him ‘Lord,’ how can he be his son?” 46 No one could say a word in reply, and from that day on no one dared to ask him any more questions. (Love love this! It shows you we must dig deep in every verse to tie to others to fully unravel the MYSTERY of God’s truth and plan.)
A Warning Against Hypocrisy
23 Then Jesus said to the crowds and to his disciples: 2 “The teachers of the law and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ seat. 3 So you must be careful to do everything they tell you. But do not do what they do, for they do not practice what they preach. 
4 They tie up heavy, cumbersome loads and put them on other people’s shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to lift a finger to move them. 5 “Everything they do is done for people to see: They make their phylacteries wide and the tassels on their  garments long; 6 they love the place of honor at banquets and the most important seats in the synagogues; 7 they love to be greeted with respect in the marketplaces and to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others. 8 “But you are not to be called ‘Rabbi,’ for you have one Teacher, and you are all brothers. 9 And do not call anyone on earth ‘father,’ for you have one Father, and he is in heaven. 10 Nor are you to be called instructors, for you have one Instructor, the Messiah. 11 The greatest among you will be your servant. 12 For those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted.’ (This is crystal clear. JEWS are in SIN to call their religious teachers and leaders RABBI and the Catholic Church once again is evil to call any apostate priest FATHER. They do it purposely because they are both evil today and do not honor God’s Word but their own traditions. Sooo upsetting)
Seven Woes to Teachers of the Law and the Pharisees
13 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You shut the door of the kingdom of heaven in people’s faces. You yourselves do not enter, nor will you let those enter who are trying to. 14 They devour widow’s houses and for a show make lengthy prayers. These men will be punished most severely.

15 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You travel over land and sea to win a single convert, and when you have succeeded, you make them twice as much a child of hell as you are. (He is talking to the Jews and religious rulers of Israel BUT this also applies perfectly to the Papacy and Priests of the Catholic Church.)
16 “Woe to you, blind guides! You say, ‘If anyone swears by the temple, it means nothing; but anyone who swears by the gold of the temple is bound by that oath.’ 17 You blind fools! Which is greater: the gold, or the temple that makes the gold sacred? 18 You also say, ‘If anyone swears by the altar, it means nothing; but anyone who swears by the gift on the altar is bound by that oath.’ 19 You blind men! Which is greater: the gift, or the altar that makes the gift sacred? 20 Therefore, anyone who swears by the altar swears by it and by everything on it. 21 And anyone who swears by the temple swears by it and by the one who dwells in it. 22 And anyone who swears by heaven swears by God’s throne and by the one who sits on it.
23 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You give a tenth of your spices - mint, dill and cumin. But you have neglected the more important matters of the law - justice, mercy and faithfulness. You should have practiced the latter, without neglecting the former. 24 You blind guides! You strain out a gnat but swallow a camel.
25 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You clean the outside of the cup and dish, but inside they are full of greed and self-indulgence. 26 Blind Pharisee! First clean the inside of the cup and dish, and then the outside also will be clean.
27 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You are like whitewashed tombs, which look beautiful on the outside but on the inside are full of the bones of the dead and everything unclean. 28 In the same way, on the outside you appear to people as righteous but on the inside you are full of hypocrisy and wickedness.
29 “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You build tombs for the prophets and decorate the graves of the righteous. 30 And you say, ‘If we had lived in the days of our ancestors, we would not have taken part with them in shedding the blood of the prophets.’ 31 So you testify against yourselves that you are the descendants of those who murdered the prophets. 32 Go ahead, then, and complete what your ancestors started!


33 “You snakes! You brood of vipers! How will you escape being condemned to hell? 34 Therefore I am sending you prophets and sages and teachers. Some of them you will kill and crucify; others you will flog in your synagogues and pursue from town to town. 35 And so upon you will come all the righteous blood that has been shed on earth, from the blood of righteous Abel to the blood of Zechariah son of Berekiah, whom you murdered between the temple and the altar. 36 Truly I tell you, all this will come on this generation. 37 “Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone those sent to you, how often I have longed to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, and you were not willing. 38 Look, your house is left to you desolate. 39 For I tell you, you will not see me again until you say, ‘Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.’” (Romans 11 tells us Israel will finally say this in 2030)
The Destruction of the Temple & End Times Signs
24 Jesus left the temple and was walking away when his disciples came up to him to call his attention to its buildings. 2 “Do you see all these things?” he asked. “Truly I tell you, not one stone here will be left on another; every one will be thrown down.”         3 As Jesus was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him privately.  (Mark 13 tells us it was Peter, James, John and Andrew who asked and were with Him. Of course “4” people – 4th Day, 4th Commandment, 4th Feast, 4th Man in the Fire, 4 Gentile Brides in Jesus’ Geneology, etc.) “Tell us,” they said, 
1) “when will this happen, (when will the Temple be destroyed – Jesus meant HIS BODY AND the PHYSICAL TEMPLE. Jesus was killed on April 6th, 30AD = 40 exactly on Passover as the Passover Lamb - the Lamb that was slain whose blood was to pay for our sins AND the physical Temple happened when Rome (where the AntiChrist comes from Daniel told us) on August, 10, 70AD = 88)   
2) and what will be the sign of your coming (this happens on the Feast of Trumpets in 2030 at the Second Coming of Christ to finally reign as King of the Jews in Jerusalem for 1000 years (Revelation 19-20) so the SIGNS Jesus mentions happens from 30AD to 2030AD as detailed in all the Scriptures, with the LAST 7 YEARS from Daniel 9 being the final focus and timeline clues)
3) and of the end of the age?” (this happens also at the Second Coming of Jesus on Feast of Trumpets 2030 when He ushers in PEACE and the HEAVEN ON EARTH AGE where Israel is glorious and ruling and restored and all the nations flock to her and love her!  The Greek word used for "age" in Matthew 24 is αἰών (aiōn), which means a period of time, epoch, or age. This term is distinct from "world" (κόσμος, kosmos), and its use in the passage indicates a specific historical era rather than the end of the material cosmos. 
4 Jesus answered: “Watch out that no one deceives you. (The Beast System and the Evil Papacy (Beast of the Sea - Revelation 13) and Satanic Roman Catholic Church - Beast of the Land – Revelation 13)  
5 For many will come in MY NAME, claiming, ‘I am the Messiah,’ and will deceive many. (Vicar of Christ means IN PLACE OF CHRIST!!!!!! The Papacy from inception has fulfilled this verse) 
6 You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to it that you are not alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still to come.  7 Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be famines and earthquakes in various places. 8 All these are the beginning of birth pains. (The End is Feast of Trumpets 2030 and the horrific Wrath of God poured out in the last 7 Years before. So in 30AD to 2030AD Jesus was saying all of these “birth pangs” would take place. What is the birth that we are all waiting for? The Revelation 12 baby when Jewish Believers FINALLY accept Jesus as Messiah at the midpoint of the 7 Year Tribulation which is Easter of 2027)
9 “Then you will be handed over to be persecuted and put to death, and you will be hated by all nations because of me. (Israel is hated by all nations and has always been. And since the 7 Year Tribulation started on 10.7.23 = 40 – final period of testing for the Jews – AntiSemitism has been at an all time high and ProPalestinian hatred and violence in the US like never before!!!!) 
10 At that time (the final 7 years of Daniel 9 before Jesus returns as King of the Jews) many will turn away from the faith and will betray and hate each other, 11 and many false prophets will appear and deceive many people. 12 Because of the increase of wickedness, the love of most will grow cold, 13 but the one who stands firm to the end will be saved. 14 And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come. (These verses MARK the START of the 7 Year Tribulation!!! The time of the end – the last 7 Years the Jews would have been familiar with from Jeremiah and Daniel 9 and all of the prophets we just read.)
15 “So when you see standing in the holy place ‘the abomination that causes desolation,’ spoken of through the prophet Daniel - let the reader understand - 16 then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains. 17 Let no one on the housetop go down to take anything out of the house. 18 Let no one in the field go back to get their cloak. 19 How dreadful it will be in those days for pregnant women and nursing mothers! 20 Pray that your flight will not take place in winter or on the Sabbath. 21 For then there will be great distress, unequaled from the beginning of the world until now - and never to be equaled again. 22 “If those days had not been cut short, no one would survive, but for the sake of the elect those days will be shortened. (This is now the MIDPOINT of the Tribulation – Easter 2027 which is a Sunday. A clue above wont happen on Sabbath, so we know Sunday was never Sabbath.)
23 At that time if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Messiah!’ or, ‘There he is!’ do not believe it. 24 For false messiahs and false prophets will appear and perform great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.  25 See, I have told you ahead of time. 26 “So if anyone tells you, ‘There he is, out in the wilderness,’ do not go out; or, ‘Here he is, in the inner rooms,’ do not believe it. (This is absolutely talking about Pope Francis who is the AntiChrist who will come back from the dead – he has to try and copy everything Jesus does – but he is not really dead but pretending and the world will be in awe. Makes me want to throw up.)
27 For as lightning that comes from the east is visible even in the west, so will be the coming of the Son of Man. 28 Wherever there is a carcass, there the vultures will gather.
29 “Immediately after the distress of those days (the 7 Year Tribulation when God’s wrath is poured out starting with the SIXTH SEAL as mentioned in Revelation 6 – which started on 10.7.23 = 40 and ends on 9.27.30 = 66) “‘the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light; the stars will fall from the sky, and the heavenly bodies will be shaken.’ (This absolutely ties into Revelation 6 – 6th Seal – exact wording which is the start) 30 “Then will appear the sign of the Son of Man in heaven. And then all the peoples of the earth will mourn when they see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven, with power and great glory. 31 And HE will send his angels with a loud trumpet call, and they will gather his elect from the four winds, from one end of the heavens to the other. (This is NOT believers – the Church – this is ISRAEL – look at the following facts and verses under NO 2 ANSWERS BELOW – soooooooo powerful and throughout Scripture!!!)
32 “Now learn this lesson from the fig tree: As soon as its twigs get tender and its leaves come out, you know that summer is near. 33 Even so, when you see all these things, you know that it is near, right at the door. 34 Truly I tell you, this generation will certainly not pass away until all these things have happened. 35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away. (Israel is the fig tree and in 2025 she is tender and has leaves but still NO fruit. But she will be 2030 – Revelation 12 Jewish believers finally born and the nation reborn and budding again, confirming the end-time generation.) (And SUMMER is a huge clue! The Church is raptured on Feast of Pentecost 2026 which is SUMMER – as soon as Israel sees the Church gone and the 144,000 are sealed, they will start to believe in Jesus!!!!!)
The Day and Hour Unknown
36 “But about that day or hour no one knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father. 37 As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming of the Son of Man. 38 For in the days before the flood, people were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark; 39 and they knew nothing about what would happen until the flood came and took them all away. That is how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man. 40 Two men will be in the field; one will be taken and the other left. 41 Two women will be grinding with a hand mill; one will be taken and the other left. (see my detailed answer and Scriptures to exactly who and what this means under #3 below) 42 “Therefore keep watch, because you do not know on what day your Lord will come. (Again those who do not know the Word won’t know, but those who study the Word will know) 43 But understand this: If the owner of the house had known at what time of night the thief was coming, he would have kept watch and would not have let his house be broken into. 44 So you also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect him. (midnight) (Again, we ABSOLUTELY CAN and SHOULD know the DAY AND THE HOUR – Biblical proof : “When you see all these things, know that HE is near, at the very gates.” (Matthew 24:33) “…you are not in darkness… for that day to surprise you like a thief.” (1 Thessalonians 5:4–6) “…all the more as you see the Day approaching.” (Hebrews 10:25) “If you will not wake up, I will come like a thief” - implying the watchful won’t be surprised (Revelation 3:3). In addition to the facts above – God told Noah it would rain in EXACTLY 7 DAYS! Sceptics say Matthew 24:36 (“no one knows the day or hour”) proves you cannot know so do not try, BUT too many Bible verses tell us the opposite – they argue (1) emphasizing readiness rather than forbidding recognition, (2) describing what was unknown at that time of Jesus’ earthly ministry (Mark 13:32), not necessarily what could be revealed later to the watching church, and/or (3) employing a known idiom tied to a father’s authority in a wedding or to calendar observance - so it cautions against presumption, not diligent watching. 

45 “Who then is the faithful and wise servant, whom the master has put in charge of the servants in his household to give them their food at the proper time? 46 It will be good for that servant whose master finds him doing so when he returns. 47 Truly I tell you, he will put him in charge of all his possessions. 48 But suppose that servant is wicked and says to himself, ‘My master is staying away a long time,’ 49 and he then begins to beat his fellow servants and to eat and drink with drunkards. 50 The master of that servant will come on a day when he does not expect him and at an hour he is not aware of. 51 He will cut him to pieces and assign him a place with the hypocrites, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.
The Parable of the Ten Virgins - 2030
25 “At that time the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. 2 Five of them were foolish and five were wise. 3 The foolish ones took their lamps but did not take any oil with them. 4 The wise ones, however, took oil in jars along with their lamps. 5 The bridegroom was a long time in coming, (2000 years) and they all became drowsy and fell asleep. 6 “At midnight the cry rang out: ‘Here’s the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!’ 7 “Then all the virgins woke up and trimmed their lamps. 8 The foolish ones said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil; our lamps are going out.’ 9 “‘No,’ they replied, ‘there may not be enough for both us and you. Instead, go to those who sell oil and buy some for yourselves.’ 10 “But while they were on their way to buy the oil, the bridegroom arrived. The virgins who were ready went in with him to the wedding banquet. And the door was shut. 11 “Later the others also came. ‘Lord, Lord,’ they said, ‘open the door for us!’ 12 “But he replied, ‘Truly I tell you, I don’t know you.’ 13 “Therefore keep watch, because you do not know the day or the hour. (The Parable of the Ten Virgins is Jesus telling the JEWS who HE came to save ONLY the importance of being spiritually prepared for His Second Coming, which to those who do NOT know the Bible will seem like a surprise. In the Commentary, He uses TEN which is Ten Commandments and obedience and perfect order! Making a point they LOOK SAVED OR PURE OR LIKE BELIEVERS but only FIVE really are we come to find out. The FIVE who truly have accepted JESUS and OBEY GOD AND HAVE THE SPIRIT INSIDE OF THEM. OIL in the Bible = Holy Spirit. The bridegroom represents Jesus Christ and when He comes back in 2030 with His Bride = the Church that has already been raptured because they were pure and white, the JEWS will either be at the Wedding Supper of the Lamb as guests or kicked out.
The Parable of the Bags of Gold - 2030
14 “Again, it will be like a man going on a journey, who called his servants and entrusted his wealth to them. 15 To one he gave five bags of gold, to another two bags, and to another one bag, each according to his ability. Then he went on his journey. 16 The man who had received five (grace) bags of gold went at once and put his money to work (grace used for making disciples and building the Kingdom not hedonism) and gained five bags more. 17 So also, the one with two (relationship- those who used their talents and gifting to save souls not exploit them) bags of gold gained two more. 18 But the man who had received one bag went off, dug a hole in the ground and hid his master’s money. (one is selfish self-love, narcissism which leads to fear)
19 “After a long time (2000 years) the master of those servants returned and settled accounts with them. 20 The man who had received five bags of gold brought the other five. ‘Master,’ he said, ‘you entrusted me with five bags of gold. See, I have gained five more.’ 21 “His master replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant! You have been faithful with a few things; I will put you in charge of many things. Come and share your master’s happiness!’ 22 “The man with two bags of gold also came. ‘Master,’ he said, ‘you entrusted me with two bags of gold; see, I have gained two more.’ 23 “His master replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant! You have been faithful with a few things; I will put you in charge of many things. Come and share your master’s happiness!’
24 “Then the man who had received one bag of gold came. ‘Master,’ he said, ‘I knew that you are a hard man, harvesting where you have not sown and gathering where you have not scattered seed. 25 So I was afraid and went out and hid your gold in the ground. See, here is what belongs to you.’ 26 “His master replied, ‘You wicked, lazy servant! So you knew that I harvest where I have not sown and gather where I have not scattered seed? 27 Well then, you should have put my money on deposit with the bankers, so that when I returned I would have received it back with interest. 28 “‘So take the bag of gold from him and give it to the one who has ten bags. 29 For whoever has will be given more, and they will have an abundance. Whoever does not have, even what they have will be taken from them. 30 And throw that worthless servant outside, into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.’
The Sheep and the Goats - the Judgement Seat of Christ
31 “When the Son of Man comes in his glory, (Second Coming of Christ) and all the angels with him, He will sit on his glorious throne.(Revelation 20:11) 32 All the nations will be gathered before him, and he will separate the people one from another as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. 33 He will put the sheep on his right and the goats on his left.
34 “Then the King will say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father; take your inheritance, the kingdom prepared for you since the creation of the world. 35 For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, 36 I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you came to visit me.’ 37 “Then the righteous will answer him, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you something to drink? 38 When did we see you a stranger and invite you in, or needing clothes and clothe you? 39 When did we see you sick or in prison and go to visit you?’ 40 “The King will reply, ‘Truly I tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers and sisters of mine, you did for me.’
41 “Then he will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. 42 For I was hungry and you gave me nothing to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me nothing to drink, 43 I was a stranger and you did not invite me in, I needed clothes and you did not clothe me, I was sick and in prison and you did not look after me.’ 44 “They also will answer, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?’ 45 “He will reply, ‘Truly I tell you, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me.’ 46 “Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.”
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1. Very IMPORTANT LESSON in MATTHEW 23

You said: good morning! so excited to be back in His Word with you!!!! Matthew 23:8-10 - we should take this literally.
