Acts 10-12 -11.4

Today’s Summary: Love, love today’s lesson – that God does not show favoritism and in the past when He wanted the Jews to be a people set apart from Gentiles it was to show the world who the One True God of Israel and how to live HOLY – which means set apart for God obeying HIS commands - was so they would believe and follow God’s best life for them when they saw how He was blessing Israel. But now, because of what Jesus did on the cross and because the Jews killed and rejected their Messiah, salvation was being sent to the Gentiles and in Jesus Christ alone and was to be preached and shared with the world through His Beloved Bride, the Church, which is the body of ALL believers who believe in the Name of Jesus, both Jew and Gentile can eat together who call on the Name of the Lord!! Praise be to Jesus for His Word that continues to make sense of the true Heart of God!!! The Biggest lies perpetrated on the human race has been from the Religious Rulers – both Jewish and Catholic for 1000s of years and now Protestant for the last 500 years.

Cornelius Calls for Peter
10 At Caesarea there was a man named Cornelius, a centurion in what was known as the Italian Regiment. 2 He and all his family were devout and God-fearing; he gave generously to those in need and prayed to God regularly. 3 One day at about three in the afternoon he had a vision. He distinctly saw an angel of God, who came to him and said, “Cornelius!” 4 Cornelius stared at him in fear. “What is it, Lord?” he asked. The angel answered, “Your prayers and gifts to the poor have come up as a memorial offering before God. 5 Now send men to Joppa (Jaffa) to bring back a man named Simon who is called Peter. 6 He is staying with Simon the tanner, whose house is by the sea.” 7 When the angel who spoke to him had gone, Cornelius called two of his servants and a devout soldier who was one of his attendants. 8 He told them everything that had happened and sent them to Joppa.

Peter’s Vision
9 About noon the following day as they were on their journey and approaching the city, Peter went up on the roof to pray. 10 He became hungry and wanted something to eat, and while the meal was being prepared, he fell into a trance. 11 He saw heaven opened and something like a large sheet being let down to earth by its four corners. 12 It contained all kinds of four-footed animals, as well as reptiles and birds. 13 Then a voice told him, “Get up, Peter. Kill and eat.” 14 “Surely not, Lord!” Peter replied. “I have never eaten anything impure or unclean.” 15 The voice spoke to him a second time, “Do not call anything impure that God has made clean.” 16 This happened three (3) times, and immediately the sheet was taken back to heaven. 17 While Peter was wondering about the meaning of the vision, the men sent by Cornelius found out where Simon’s house was and stopped at the gate. 18 They called out, asking if Simon who was known as Peter was staying there. 19 While Peter was still thinking about the vision, the Spirit said to him, “Simon, three men are looking for you. 20 So get up and go downstairs. Do not hesitate to go with them, for I have sent them.” 21 Peter went down and said to the men, “I’m the one you’re looking for. Why have you come?” 22 The men replied, “We have come from Cornelius the centurion. He is a righteous and God-fearing man, who is respected by all the Jewish people. A holy angel told him to ask you to come to his house so that he could hear what you have to say.” 23 Then Peter invited the men into the house to be his guests.

Peter at Cornelius’s House
The next day Peter started out with them, and some of the believers from Joppa (Jaffa) went along. 24 The following day he arrived in Caesarea. Cornelius was expecting them and had called together his relatives and close friends. 25 As Peter entered the house, Cornelius met him and fell at his feet in reverence. 26 But Peter made him get up. “Stand up,” he said, “I am only a man myself.”
(NOTES - Why Peter NEVER ever was the first Pope!! Such a lie by the evil Catholic Church. He would never ever had let anyone elevate him above his fellow brothers. He, like Jesus, spent his life being a servant of others, in no way being elevated or praised. He wanted only Jesus to be the focus and get the praise and honor, exactly as all true Shepherds should. Act lowly and elevate Jesus.)

27 While talking with him, Peter went inside and found a large gathering of people. 28 He said to them: “You are well aware that it is against our law for a Jew to associate with or visit a Gentile. But God has shown me that I should not call anyone impure or unclean. 29 So when I was sent for, I came without raising any objection. May I ask why you sent for me?”  (Peter clearly states here that he knew the vision from GOD was about calling MEN INPURE NOT FOOD). 
30 Cornelius answered: “Three days ago I was in my house praying at this hour, at three in the afternoon. Suddenly a man in shining clothes stood before me 31 and said, ‘Cornelius, God has heard your prayer and remembered your gifts to the poor. 32 Send to Joppa for Simon who is called Peter. He is a guest in the home of Simon the tanner, who lives by the sea.’ 33 So I sent for you immediately, and it was good of you to come. Now we are all here in the presence of God to listen to everything the Lord has commanded you to tell us.” 34 Then Peter began to speak: “I now realize how true it is that God does not show favoritism 35 but accepts from every nation the one who fears him and does what is right. 36 You know the message God sent to the people of Israel, announcing the good news of peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all. 37 You know what has happened throughout the province of Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John preached - 38 how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power, and how HE went around doing good and healing all who were under the power of the devil, because God was with HIM. 39 “We are witnesses of everything HE did in the country of the Jews and in Jerusalem. They killed HIM by hanging him on a cross, 40 but God raised him from the dead on the third day and caused HIM to be seen. 
41 He was not seen by all the people, but by witnesses whom God had already chosen - by us who ate and drank with HIM after he rose from the dead. 42 He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that HE is the one whom God appointed as judge of the living and the dead. 43 All the prophets testify about HIM that everyone who believes in HIM receives forgiveness of sins through HIS NAME.” 44 While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came on all who heard the message. 45 The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astonished that the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on Gentiles. 46 For they heard them speaking in tongues and praising God. Then Peter said, 47 “Surely no one can stand in the way of their being baptized with water. They have received the Holy Spirit just as we have.” 48 So he ordered that they be baptized in the Name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked Peter to stay with them for a few days.

Peter Explains His Actions
11 The apostles and the believers throughout Judea heard that the Gentiles also had received the WORD OF GOD. 2 So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the circumcised believers criticized him 3 and said, “You went into the house of uncircumcised men and ate with them.”
4 Starting from the beginning, Peter told them the whole story: 5 “I was in the city of Joppa praying, and in a trance I saw a vision. I saw something like a large sheet being let down from heaven by its four corners, and it came down to where I was. 6 I looked into it and saw four-footed animals of the earth, wild beasts, reptiles and birds. 7 Then I heard a voice telling me, ‘Get up, Peter. Kill and eat.’ 8 “I replied, ‘Surely not, Lord! Nothing impure or unclean has ever entered my mouth.’ 9 “The voice spoke from heaven a second time, ‘Do not call anything impure that God has made clean.’ 10 This happened three times, and then it was all pulled up to heaven again. 11 “Right then three men who had been sent to me from Caesarea stopped at the house where I was staying. 12 The Spirit told me to have no hesitation about going with them. These six brothers also went with me, and we entered the man’s house. 13 He told us how he had seen an angel appear in his house and say, ‘Send to Joppa for Simon who is called Peter. 14 He will bring you a message through which you and all your household will be saved.’ 15 “As I began to speak, the Holy Spirit came on them as he had come on us at the beginning. 16 Then I remembered what the Lord had said: ‘John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with  the Holy Spirit.’ 17 So if God gave them the same gift he gave us who believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I to think that I could stand in God’s way?” 18 When they heard this, they had no further objections and praised God, saying, “So then, even to Gentiles God has granted repentance that leads to life.” 

The Church in Antioch - Barnabas and Saul
19 Now those who had been scattered by the persecution that broke out when Stephen was killed traveled as far as Phoenicia, Cyprus and Antioch, spreading the word only among Jews. 20 Some of them, however, men from Cyprus and Cyrene, went to Antioch and began to speak to Greeks also, telling them the good news about the Lord Jesus. 21 The Lord’s hand was with them, and a great number of people believed and turned to the Lord. 22 News of this reached the church in Jerusalem, and they sent Barnabas to Antioch. 23 When he arrived and saw what the grace of God had done, he was glad and encouraged them all to remain true to the Lord with all their hearts. 24 He was a good man, full of the Holy Spirit and faith, and a great number of people were brought to the Lord. 25 Then Barnabas went to Tarsus to look for Saul, 26 and when he found him, he brought him to Antioch. So for a whole year Barnabas and Saul met with the church and taught great numbers of people. The disciples were called Christians first at Antioch. 

27 During this time some prophets came down from Jerusalem to Antioch. 28 One of them, named Agabus, stood up and through the Spirit predicted that a severe famine would spread over the entire Roman world. (This happened during the reign of Claudius.) (Approx 45-50 AD) 29 The disciples, as each one was able, decided to provide help for the brothers and sisters living in Judea. 30 This they did, sending their gift to the elders by Barnabas and Saul.

Peter’s Miraculous Escape From Prison
12 It was about this time that King Herod arrested some who belonged to the church, intending to persecute them. 2 He had James, the brother of John, put to death with the sword. 3 When he saw that this met with approval among the Jews, he proceeded to seize Peter also. This happened during the Festival of Unleavened Bread. 4 After arresting him, he put him in prison, handing him over to be guarded by four squads of four soldiers each. Herod intended to bring him out for public trial after the Passover. 5 So Peter was kept in prison, but the church was earnestly praying to God for him. 6 The night before Herod was to bring him to trial, Peter was sleeping between two soldiers, bound with two chains, and sentries stood guard at the entrance. 7 Suddenly an angel of the Lord appeared and a light shone in the cell. He struck Peter on the side and woke him up. “Quick, get up!” he said, and the chains fell off Peter’s wrists.
8 Then the angel said to him, “Put on your clothes and sandals.” And Peter did so. “Wrap your cloak around you and follow me,” the angel told him. 9 Peter followed him out of the prison, but he had no idea that what the angel was doing was really happening; he thought he was seeing a vision. 10 They passed the first and second guards and came to the iron gate leading to the city. It opened for them by itself, and they went through it. When they had walked the length of one street, suddenly the angel left him. 11 Then Peter came to himself and said, “Now I know without a doubt that the Lord has sent his angel and rescued me from Herod’s clutches and from everything the Jewish people were hoping would happen.” 12 When this had dawned on him, he went to the house of Mary the mother of John, also called Mark, where many people had gathered and were praying. 13 Peter knocked at the outer entrance, and a servant named Rhoda came to answer the door. 14 When she recognized Peter’s voice, she was so overjoyed she ran back without opening it and exclaimed, “Peter is at the door!” 15 “You’re out of your mind,” they told her. When she kept insisting that it was so, they said, “It must be his angel.” 16 But Peter kept on knocking, and when they opened the door and saw him, they were astonished. 17 Peter motioned with his hand for them to be quiet and described how the Lord had brought him out of prison. “Tell James and the other brothers and sisters about this,” he said, and then he left for another place. 18 In the morning, there was no small commotion among the soldiers as to what had become of Peter. 19 After Herod had a thorough search made for him and did not find him, he cross-examined the guards and ordered that they be executed.

Herod’s Death from Pride
Then Herod went from Judea to Caesarea and stayed there. 20 He had been quarreling with the people of Tyre and Sidon; they now joined together and sought an audience with him. After securing the support of Blastus, a trusted personal servant of the king, they asked for peace, because they depended on the king’s country for their food supply. 21 On the appointed day Herod, wearing his royal robes, sat on his throne and delivered a public address to the people. 22 They shouted, “This is the voice of a god, not of a man.” 23 Immediately, because Herod did not give praise to God, an angel of the Lord struck him down, and he was eaten by worms and died. 24 But the Word of God continued to spread and flourish.

Barnabas and Saul Sent Off
25 When Barnabas and Saul had finished their mission, they returned from Jerusalem, taking with them John, also called Mark.

4. Matthew 7:6

“Do not give what is holy to the dogs; nor cast
your pearls before swine, lest they trample
them under their feet, and turn and tear you in
pieces.”

Here pigs represent those who reject truth -
people unclean in spirit who despise holy
things. “Pearls” symbolize God’s truth and
wisdom. To throw pearls before swine is to
waste holy revelation on those who scorn and
defile it.

5. Mark 5:11-13 (also Matt 8:30-32; Luke 8:32-33

“Now a large herd of swine was feeding there near
the mountains.

Then the unclean spirits went out and entered the
swine; and the herd ran violently down the steep
place into the sea, and drowned in the sea.”

6. Luke 15:15-16 (Prodigal Son)

“Then he went and joined himself to a
citizen of that country, and he sent him
into his fields to feed swine. And he would
gladly have filled his stomach with the
pods that the swine ate, and no one gave
him anything.”

Insight:

The prodigal feeding pigs shows how far
he fell - living in Gentile filth, outside
covenant purity. Pigs represent unclean
living, compromise, and spiritual
hunger without satisfaction.

Pigs symbolize everything contrary to
holiness - they eat filth, roll in it, and cannot be
clean no matter how much water you pour on
them. God never reclassified them as clean;
men did that through misunderstanding of
Peter’s vision in Acts 10, which was about
Gentiles, not food.

Peter himself says so in Acts 10:28 - “God has
shown me that | should not call any man
common or unclean.” So when believers today
choose to obey the eternal laws of God -
including food laws - they walk in the ancient
path of holiness, distinquishing between clean
and unclean, as God does (Leviticus 11:47).
This is not “legalism” - it's love for His holiness.





Land Animals

. Clean (may be eaten):

Animals that both chew the cud and have *split
(cloven) hooves.

— Examples today: cattle (beef), sheep (lamb,
mutton), goats, deer (venison), bison,
antelope.

2{ Unclean (must not be eaten):
Any land animal missing one of those two signs.
— Examples:

* Pigs / pork / bacon / ham (split hoof v but
don’t chew cud X)

« Rabbits (chew cud v but no split hoof X)

« Camels, horses, donkeys, dogs, cats,
bears, rats, elephants, etc.





Sea Creatures

L Clean (may be eaten):

Must have both fins and scales

— Examples today: salmon, cod, haddock,
trought, sardines, tilapia, herring.

2{ Unclean (must not be eaten):

Anything lacking fins and scales.

« Shellfish: shrimp, crab, lobster, oysters,

clams, scallops, mussels
« Other sea life: catfish, eel, shark, stingray,

squid, octopus





L Clean (may be eaten):

Scrip_ture lists the unclean ones, and all others are
considered clean.

Common clean examples: chicken, turkey,
dove, quail, pheasant, duck, goose.

2>{ Unclean:

Predatory or scavenging birds - those that eat meat
or carrion.

— Examples: eagles, hawks, vultures, owls,
ravens, crows, seagulls, herons.





- Clean (may be eaten):

Certain locusts, crickets, grasshoppers
(Leviticus 11:22).

2{ Unclean:

All other insects and creeping things.





Reptiles & Crawling Things

- Clean (may be eaten):

None mentioned in the Bible.

2{ Unclean:

Snakes, lizards, frogs, turtles,
crocodiles, worms, etc.
