Zechariah 1-4 - 9.26
We are starting the 38th book today. Zechariah = “Yahweh remembers”.  He was a priest as well as a prophet Nehemiah 12:16 tells us. Son of Berechiah, grandson of Iddo. He is writing it around approx. 520–518 BC, during the reign of Darius I of Persia. He is a contemporary of Haggai, encouraging the Jews after their return from Babylonian exile to rebuild the Temple. The people had returned from captivity (538 BC) but faced discouragement, opposition, and spiritual lethargy. They started rebuilding the Temple but stopped. 
Zechariah and Haggai stirred them back to action. It is filled with apocalyptic visions and Messianic prophecy. Zechariah often mirrors Daniel and Revelation. The overall theme is a reminder that - God remembers His covenant. He will restore His people, overthrow their enemies, bring the Messiah, and ultimately establish His Kingdom. God remembers His covenant (name of Zechariah = Yahweh remembers). First Coming of Messiah: humble, rejected, pierced, betrayed. Second Coming of Messiah: triumphant King, all nations judged, Israel redeemed. Parallel to Revelation: lampstands, horsemen, measuring line, Two Witnesses, global judgment, and New Jerusalem glory. Restoration of Israel: physical rebuilding of Jerusalem and spiritual renewal of God’s people.
Zechariah bridges – at the end of the Old Testament all the way to Revelation – the end of the New Testament! Brilliant

A Call to Return to the LORD
1 In the eighth month (God’s harvest calendar is 7 months from Passover in Nisan – the 1st month – to Tishri and the last 3 Fall Feasts in the 7th month, so God is giving us a prophetic clue that the 8th month - which means new beginnings - starts the Millennial of the second year (Jesus comes back in 2000 years) of Darius, the word of the LORD came to the prophet Zechariah son of Berekiah, the son of Iddo: 
2 “The LORD was very angry with your ancestors. 3 Therefore tell the people: This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘Return to me,’ declares the LORD Almighty, ‘and I will return to you,’ says the Lord Almighty. 4 Do not be like your ancestors, to whom the earlier prophets proclaimed: This is what the LORD Almighty says: ‘Turn from your evil ways and your evil practices.’ But they would not listen or pay attention to me, declares the LORD. 5 Where are your ancestors now? And the prophets, do they live forever? 6 But did not my words and my decrees, which I commanded my servants the prophets, overtake your ancestors? “Then they repented and said, ‘The LORD Almighty has done to us what our ways and practices deserve, just as he determined to do.’”
The Man Among the Myrtle Trees
7 On the twenty-fourth day of the eleventh month, the month of Shebat, in the second year of Darius, the word of the LORD came to the prophet Zechariah son of Berekiah, the son of Iddo. 8 During the night I had a vision, and there before me was a man mounted on a red horse. He was standing among the myrtle trees in a ravine. Behind him were red, brown and white horses. 9 I asked, “What are these, my lord?” The angel who was talking with me answered, “I will show you what they are.” 10 Then the man standing among the myrtle trees explained, “They are the ones the LORD has sent to go throughout the earth.”

2 Then I looked up, and there before me was a man with a measuring line in his hand. 2 I asked, “Where are you going?” He answered me, “To measure Jerusalem, to find out how wide and how long it is.” 3 While the angel who was speaking to me was leaving, another angel came to meet him 4 and said to him: “Run, tell that young man, ‘Jerusalem will be a city without walls because of the great number of people and animals in it. 5 And I myself will be a wall of fire around it,’ declares the LORD, ‘and I will be its glory within.’ 6 “Come! Come! Flee from the land of the north,” declares the LORD, “for I have scattered you to the four winds of heaven,” declares the LORD. 7 “Come, Zion! 10 “Shout and be glad, Daughter Zion. For I am coming, and I will live among you,” declares the LORD. 11 “Many nations will be joined with the LORD in that day and will become my people. I will live among you and you will know that the LORD Almighty has sent me to you. 12 The LORD will inherit Judah as his portion in the holy land and will again choose Jerusalem. 13 Be still before the LORD, all mankind, because he has roused himself from his holy dwelling.”
Clean Garments for the High Priest
3 Then he showed me Joshua the high priest standing before the angel of the LORD, and Satan standing at his right side to accuse him. 2 The LORD said to Satan, “The LORD rebuke you, Satan! The LORD, who has chosen Jerusalem, rebuke you! Is not this man a burning stick snatched from the fire?”
