• Prayer: Lord, purge every trace of leaven from my life. 

 

3. Firstfruits – Heaven Claimed / The Accuser Weakened 

• Read: Leviticus 23:9-14; 1 Corinthians 15:20-23; Job 1–2 

• Focus: The risen Christ is our Firstfruits. 

• Meditate: The Advocate’s voice now replaces the Accuser’s. 

• Prayer: Thank You for resurrection hope. 

 

4. Pentecost – Power Poured Out / War in Heaven 

• Read: Leviticus 23:15-22; Acts 2:1-4; Revelation 12:7-9 

• Focus: Spirit and fire released; Heaven’s war mirrors earth’s awakening. 

• Meditate: The same power that casts Satan down lifts the Church up. 

• Prayer: Fill me anew with Your Spirit’s fire. 

 



5. Trumpets – The King Returns / The Dragon Defeated 

• Read: Leviticus 23:23-25; 1 Thessalonians 4:16-17; Revelation 19:11-21; 20:1-3 

• Focus: The trumpet announces the King of King’s arrival. 

• Meditate: Every blast proclaims victory over darkness. 

• Prayer: Even so, come Lord Jesus. 

 

6. Day of Atonement – Cleansing of the World 

• Read: Leviticus 16; Zechariah 12:10; Romans 8:21 

• Focus: The world purified; Israel restored. 

• Meditate: Christ our High Priest removes every stain. 

• Prayer: Wash the nations clean, O Lord. 

 

7. Tabernacles – God Dwells With Us Forever 

• Read: Leviticus 23:33-43; Zechariah 14:16-17; Revelation 21:1-4 

• Focus: Eternal joy - God living among His people, back in the garden. 

• Meditate: The story that began in a Garden ends with a City of light. 

• Prayer: Dwell in me and make my life Your tabernacle. 

 

Reflection Section: 

• What new truth about Jesus’ plan stood out today? 

• How does each Feast strengthen your faith in His timing? 

• Write one prayer of thanksgiving for each Feast this week. 

 

Closing Thought: 
 

• Every Feast tells both the story of our redemption and the unraveling of Satan’s
