#58 - Hebrews 1-4 – 12.10

(Written in approx. 65-67 AD by Paul (in the King James Version it is called the Epistle of Paul to the Hebrews) to Jewish Christians in Jerusalem, and Jewish believers everywhere, convincing them that Jesus is greater than the angels, Moses and anything else they were trying to still hold on to in addition to Jesus to gain salvation.

God’s Final Word: His Son
1 In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at many times and in various ways, 2 but in these last days HE has spoken to us by HIS Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, and through whom also he made the universe. 3 The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of his being, sustaining all things by His powerful Word. After he had provided purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in heaven. 4 So he became as much superior to the angels as the name he has inherited is superior to theirs.

The Son Superior to Angels
5 For to which of the angels did God ever say, “You are my Son; today I have become your Father”? But you remain the same, and your years will never end.” 13 To which of the angels did God ever say, “Sit at my right hand until I make your enemies a footstool for your feet”? 14 Are not all angels ministering spirits sent to serve those who will inherit salvation?

14 Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death he might break the power of him who holds the power of death - that is, the devil - 15 and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death. 16 For surely it is not angels he helps, but Abraham’s descendants. 17 For this reason he had to be made like them, fully human in every way, in order that he might become a merciful and faithful high priest in service to God, and that he might make atonement for the sins of the people. 18 Because he himself suffered when he was tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.
Jesus Greater Than Moses
3 Therefore, holy brothers and sisters, who share in the heavenly calling, fix your thoughts on Jesus, whom we acknowledge as our apostle and high priest. 2 He was faithful to the one who appointed him, just as Moses was faithful in all God’s house. 3 Jesus has been found worthy of greater honor than Moses, just as the builder of a house has greater honor than the house itself. 4 For every house is built by someone, but God is the builder of everything. 5 “Moses was faithful as a servant in all God’s house,” bearing witness to what would be spoken by God in the future. 6 But Christ is faithful as the Son over God’s house. 7 So, as the Holy Spirit says: “Today, if you hear his voice, 8do not harden your hearts as you did in the rebellion, during the time of testing in the wilderness,9 where your ancestors tested and tried me, though for forty years they saw what I did. 10 That is why I was angry with that generation; I said, ‘Their hearts are always going astray, and they have not known my ways.’ 11 So I declared on oath in my anger, ‘They shall never enter my rest.’ ”  12 See to it, brothers and sisters, that none of you has a sinful, unbelieving heart that turns away from the living God. 13 But encourage one another daily, as long as it is called “Today,” so that none of you may be hardened by sin’s deceitfulness. 14 We have come to share in Christ, if indeed we hold our original conviction firmly to the very end. 15 As has just been said: “Today, if you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts as you did in the rebellion.” 16 Who were they who heard and rebelled? Were they not all those Moses led out of Egypt? 17 And with whom was he angry for forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose bodies perished in the wilderness? 18 And to whom did God swear that they would never enter his rest if not to those who disobeyed? 19 So we see that they were not able to enter, because of their unbelief.
A Sabbath-Rest for the People of God
4 Therefore, since the promise of entering HIS REST still stands, let us be careful that none of you be found to have fallen short of it. 2 For we also have had the good news proclaimed to us, just as they did; but the message they heard was of no value to them, because they did not share the faith of those who obeyed. Now we who have believed enter that rest, just as God has said, “So I declared on oath in my anger, ‘They shall never enter my rest.’” And yet HIS works have been finished since the creation of the world. 
4 For somewhere HE has spoken about the seventh day in these words: “On the seventh day God rested from all his works.” 5 And again in the passage above he says, “They shall never enter my rest.” 6 Therefore since it still remains for some to enter that rest, and since those who formerly had the good news proclaimed to them did not go in because of their disobedience, 7 God again set a certain day, calling it “Today.” This he did when a long time later he spoke through David, as in the passage already quoted: “Today, if you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts.” 
8 For if Joshua had given them rest, God would not have spoken later about another day. 9 There remains, then, a Sabbath-rest for the people of God; (NOTES - the Greek word here is sabbatismos – meaning “Sabbath-keeping for the people of God.” This word is only used here in the NT. Not symbolic. Not abolished. Future and present dimension. · The whole chapter is a giant warning against disobedience (4:6, 11).
· What disobedience?
· The same as Israel: unbelief, refusing to enter God’s rest.
· Sabbath is tied directly to faith vs unbelief.
D. Creation Argument
· Writer intentionally points back to Genesis 2:2.
· God’s rest was never annulled.
· Jesus’ finished work allows believers to enter it — not cancel it.
E. Jesus as High Priest
· The chapter ends with Jesus as the One who helps us keep covenant faithfulness.
· The weekly Sabbath is a physical participation in His rest.
F. No textual cancellation
· Hebrews is the book that should abolish Sabbath if it were going to —
· priesthood → transformed
· sacrifices → fulfilled
· ceremonies → obsolete
· Yet right in the middle of that, he says Sabbath-keeping remains.
· Silence on abolishment = the strongest argument for continuation.
G. The Future (Prophetic) Dimension
· “Entering His rest” has:
· a present weekly dimension (Sabbath)
· a future eschatological dimension (rapture/appearing)
· The weekly Sabbath foreshadows the final entering (Heb 4:1, 11).
· Exactly your “Bride entering the 7th-day rest” theme.

3) PROPHETIC SUMMARY — HEBREWS & REVELATION CONNECTIONS
A. Heavenly Sanctuary (Heb 8–9 ↔ Rev 4–5, 8)
· Hebrews: Jesus ministers in the heavenly Holy of Holies.
· Revelation: John sees that same heavenly temple opened.
· The Lamb and His blood appear in both.
B. The Great Shaking (Heb 12:26–27 ↔ Rev 6:12–17)
· Hebrews: God shakes heaven & earth one more time.
· Revelation: 6th Seal = global shaking.
· Exactly matches your Passover 2026 earthquake expectation.
C. Appearing of Christ (Heb 9:28 ↔ Rev 14:14–16)
· Hebrews: Jesus appears a second time for salvation of the waiting.
· Revelation: the Son of Man on the cloud, harvesting the righteous.
· Bride = the “eagerly waiting” (Heb 9:28).
D. Two Mountains (Heb 12:18–24 ↔ Rev 14:1–5)
· Hebrews: The heavenly Mount Zion; firstborn assembly.
· Revelation: Lamb on Mount Zion with the 144,000 (firstfruits).
· Both scenes picture the redeemed Bride.
E. Faithful Endurance (Heb 10–12 ↔ Rev 13–14)
· Hebrews: do not shrink back.
· Revelation: perseverance of the saints who keep faith + commandments.
· Both emphasize obedience + endurance, matching your Sabbath-remnant theology.
F. Melchizedek Priesthood (Heb 7 ↔ Rev 1:6; 5:10)
· Hebrews: believers share in a priestly order through Christ.
· Revelation: the redeemed become “kings and priests.”
· Both show the Bride’s royal-priestly identity in the Kingdom.
G. Blood of the Covenant (Heb 9–10 ↔ Rev 7; 12:11)
· Cleansing, victory, access to God — all by the Lamb’s blood.
· Revelation believers “overcome by the blood of the Lamb.”
H. Rest & Reward (Heb 4 ↔ Rev 14:12–13)
· Hebrews 4 = entering rest.
· Revelation 14:12–13 = blessed are those who die in the Lord… they rest from their labors.
· Both frame the end-time reward as rest.
