Jesus Sends Out the Seventy-Two
10 After this the Lord appointed seventy-two (72) (72 years from 2020-1948 – a huge marker when the whole world was shut down and all churches closed for first time in world history!!!! The 7 Years of Joseph’s years of famine begin after we had 7 years of feast) others and sent them two by two ahead of him to every town and place where he was about to go. 2 He told them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field. 3 Go! The Lamp of the Body
